



NIL MEDIVM EST

NIL MEDIUM EST (there is no middle way) represents a predominant visual statement from the conceptual discourse of the HUMAN project.

The HUMAN project functions as a binominal made of two major components: a concrete premise – The Homage to Inability, and a corrective-utopian conclusion – the HOMODROM.
The premise - The Homage to Inability is built in a series of displays, such as this one – NIL MEDIUM EST; the first took place in 2002 at Orizont gallery – the DECAY.
The primary goal of the intermittent visual signals, which constitute the Human Project premise, is to perpetuate the growing of alert sensation as well as to activate the feeling of insecurity - individually as well as collectively.
In any demonstration, in order to reach a satisfying conclusion one should begin with a consistent premise. This is also the intention of the actual exposition: to articulate in a sequential and serial formula of five indications – five Latin statements (Latin – a “dead” language) – out from which one repeats obsessively: NIL MEDIUM EST.

Thus, the order of their reading in trigonometric orientation would be:

1. NIL MEDIUM EST (there is no middle way)
2. AD PERPETUAM REI MEMORIAM (for eternal remembrance).

3. CUI BONO ? (in whose interest).

4. USQUE AD FINEM (all the way).

5. NIL MEDIUM EST.

6. AB ABSURDO (by absurd).

7. NIL MEDIUM EST.

The statement “there is no middle way” constitutes the assumption of human inability in an easy and cozy way specific to the damned communities, which, due to the rapid and profound interior degradation, surrender unconditionally and irreversibly. The verb “to be” neighbors circumstantially the verbs: “to parasitize”, “to mime”, “to destroy”, “to reject” etc. 
The negation from the title does not suppose only a direction indication, it signifies in the meantime an actualization, in real time, of a latent function, a permanent one, of the HUMAN complex.
